FISH TALES 

The lake near my home is finally clear of 
ice.  It’s a glistening blue, calm and quiet 
with only a ripple  left by a few birds 

floating along. 

This calm won’t last for long.  Soon the 
boats packed with poles, tackle  and 

maybe a snack or two will be speeding or 
trolling off to their favorite fishing spot.   

Those who fish know that patience is a 
virtue.  You could be out fishing all day 
without catching a single fish.  It’s often 

hard to admit that the fish have out-
smarted you again.   

We had a guest speaker at school in 
March that told the students how fish 
use their senses to survive.  He gave 

them tips on fishing based on these facts.  
Not being much of a fisherman, I didn’t 
realize all the skill that goes into catching 

a fish.  When my brothers would tell me 
to be quiet because I would scare the fish 

I guess they meant it.  Fish can sense 
vibrations of sound. 

Even though I don’t fish a lot, I know it 

takes not only patience but practice to 

catch fish.  You have to know what equip-
ment you need to catch fish and the proper 

bait to attract the fish. 

This was also true in Bible times.  Fishing 

was an important livelihood for many peo-
ple in Jesus day.  Jesus would often use fish 
to teach important truths. 

In-fact, some of Jesus’ disciples were fisher-
men.  Jesus asked them to leave their nets 
and follow him and he would make them 

fishers of men.  I’m sure the disciples didn’t 
understand everything that meant at first.  

Jesus patiently taught them the Biblical 
truths they would need to catch people for 
him.  He made sure they had the right 

equipment through the Holy Spirit.  He 
made sure they had the proper bait - God’s 

Word - to attract people to Christ.  Jesus 
taught them how to pray, what to say, how 
to behave and did all of it by using simple 

things they’d understand, like fish. 

In our spring musical, “Fish Tales,” we learn 
about “fish stories” that Jesus shares with 

us in His Word.  Stories that seem to good 
to be true but, unlike some of our fish sto-

ries, really are true.  

Imagine the fish story Jesus disciples had to 
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tell when they’d been out fishing all day and had 
caught nothing.  Then Jesus came along and told 

them to cast their nets on the other side of the 
boat.  When they did there were so many fish in 

the net that they couldn’t even fit them all in 
their boat. 

Imagine the fish tale the people told when Jesus 

fed 5,000 men not counting the women and 
children with just 2 fish and 5 loaves of bread.  
All were fed until they could eat no more and 

there were still 12 baskets of leftovers. 

Imagine being in the locked room with the disci-

ples the first time Jesus appeared.  Thinking 
Jesus was a ghost, He asks you for something to 
eat and you give him broiled fish.  Jesus eats the 

fish to prove that he is flesh and bones - alive. 

The early Christians even used the fish as a se-

cret sign of their faith.  The Greek word for fish, 
pronounced, “ichthus”, is formed by using the 
first letters of each of the Greek words  that 

stand for, “Jesus Christ, Son of God, Savior.” 

So go out and fish.  Fish for fish & fish for men.
